Key learning objectives / subject areas: literacy, art, design technology

To explore 3D techniques to create a setting from a story.
To explore how elements of a picture can be bought to life.
To use a variety of materials and textures for effect.

To work with others as part of a department project.

Outcomes for pupils/ evidence:

The Book Box project was an outstanding opportunity for our pupils to experience extra-
curricular learning as part of World Book Day. Pupils were able to work with their peers in
a creative environment, inspired by an exciting theme. The design technology project,
along with other activities during the day, created cross curricular opportunities to
develop the Pupil’s love of books and reading.
